All these 
methods are demonic and are guilt tripping and are NOT of God. These are mind 
control methods used by people like Hitler! If your church is like this please get 
out......

Most churches have a heirarchy (a structure and ladder of importance). This is 
not of God. God said to "wash each others feet".  If you want to be great, then 
serve the others and forget about yourself. It isn't about tithing and titles and 
parking spaces, okay? All who do these things will answer to God one day for what 
they have done! 

Here is what it is all about. What it means to walk with God and the place where 
your heart must one day come to be to walk in harmony with God. It is perhaps a 
place you will quickly remember as it is where you were when you first fell in love 
with God and found your salvation, sitting at His feet, wide eyed and tear jerked 
for the love and forgiveness He has for you.

What is church supposed to be like?

A pastor is a shepherd. This person is supposed to be watching out for your well-
being, not devouring you! If your spirit isn't fed, and you aren't growing spiritually 
and by this I mean in spiritual knowledge, gifts, and wisdom, you are being robbed 
and probably on the verge of spiritually devoured! Guilt tripping will dangerously 
harm you. If this is happening to you, get out of that church!



You should walk away from a sermon with "understanding". Not with head 
knowledge, but heart knowledge! Your spirit will actually "grow" if the sermon is 
from the Holy Spirit and you will be blessed. You will be able to "use" what you 
have learnt, just like a real sheep with a fine meal. The fruit of the Holy Spirit will 
be present if the sermon is from God, meaning that you will exude peace, joy, 
wisdom, conviction with sweet repentance, forgiveness, and understanding. If you 
are not getting this out of your church, get out of your church!

Why? There is only ONE Creator, ONE Spirit, if He is not feeding you, then who 
is? Don't ever let people lead you. People who do not have the Spirit of God in 
them and are not listening to and giving you the Word directly from God will 
mislead you. There is a saying, "you can learn no more than your teacher", okay? 
If your teacher is man, you are doomed and destined to know only what he does. 
If he learnt what he knows from demons, then you will only know what a demon 
knows. Never subject yourself to man. Your teacher is the Holy Spirit. You have 
no need for any man to teach you and only those who are led of the Holy Spirit 
can truly teach.

The Creator
